Ball patterns developed one from another or were embroidered in the traditional 
Japanese Embroidery techniques. Mine is made from seed beads, and also resembles 
an Ancient Islamic Folded Glass bead I recently found for sale.  Students should be 
able to complete this project in class.

Supply List 
 
Materials Needed: 

* 1 color 11/0 Delicas 
* 1 color 11/0 Japanese seed beads 
* 1 color 10/0 seed beads 
* 1 color 15/0 seed beads (I prefer Japanese) 
* 1 color 11/0 Japanese Hex  - mine happen to be Twists as well 
 
* Beads for your fringe & embellishment.   

Note:   
On the pink sample, I used two colors of 4mm firepolish, 4mm matte Czech 
beads, copper spacers and my 8mm handmade glass “spacer” beads.  They 
come in a set of 5 for $5.00 in any color you might want to order.  See them at

* Fireline Beading Thread 
* Beading Needles, size 12/0 
* Beading Glue or Clear Nail Polish
