Jill Bartel, our
member organizing this challenge, coaxed out
some outstanding shrines that told stores and
inspired all who viewed them using beads as
the medium.

Themes as diverse as Healing Waters, Mother
Nature, Drunk Drivers and Hate Crimes
triggered the creativity of our members.

Architectural devices never used in jewelry
were cleverly devised to make the shrines
speak to their theme and evoke emotion.
From the soothing to the unsettling the
creativity of the artists was diverse and
wonderful. It would be an outstanding exhibit if
members could bring their shrines to our next
multi-guild type event for display to a greater
audience.
