Notes from the Board

Are you a member who can become more
involved and join the board? There are two
Board vacancies for 2010. We need a 2™ Vice
President and a Secretary/Communications
Coordinator.

The 2" VP is responsible for EVENTS. The
Bead Renaissance and Bead Fest are
examples of Events. So are the January and
July Workshops. The upcoming Placitas Studio
opportunity is an event. We've had events
where we made a trip to Grants and to the Flea
Market. We held a month long gallery display
at the Albuquerque Arts space in '08. Since the
Bead Fest is now an annual event in Santa Fe,
and event might be to organize a bead retreat
where members can stay in Santa Fe and
attend the Bead Fest together. We need a 2™
VP to coordinate events.

It isn’t necessary for the 2" VP to do all the
work by their self. A savvy 2" VP would look to
members to help them with a single event so
that we get more membership involvement in
planning. Everyone would do just a bit more
and no-one including the 2™ VP would be left to
do all the heavy lifting.

Itis a critical position. Frankly unless we can fill
it we will not be able to sell books or
memberships at event venues. If we don'’t sell
books and memberships we cannot pay
professionals to come and teach workshops.
Without the workshops and other things the
revenue provides to the members we will soon
find fewer and fewer members. This is an
essential job in the Society. PLEASE

The second position we need to fill is
Secretary/Communication Coordinator. This
isn’t a boring job of taking and typing minutes.
It is the job of keeping everyone informed via
email, mail, and triggering the phone tree.

You natice that we often mail out notices of
upcoming events, sales, classes, meeting
reminders, and even this newsletter. That is
done by our Secretary/Communication
Coordinator. Using our group email with an up-
to-date distribution list maintained by our
treasurer you will communicate with the click of
a button to over 150 enthusiastic members.

The Secretary/Communication Coordinator
starts a call tree for non-connected members
and mails hard copy of the newsletter to a small
group of members. Cards of condolences and
Thank Yous are sent to members by the
Sec/CC. Don't let this be the last newsletter
you receive because the members who author
it cannot get it out to you without the help of a
Secretary/Communication Coordinator.

The society is organized and runs only because
of the added involvement of members willing to
give a bit of their time to keep it a vibrant group
of beading fanatics. PLEASE CONSIDER
GIVING A BIT MORE OF YOUR TIME TO

Jill will set up the viewing and voting
process.

And don’t forget the Bead Challenge rules:

1. The beaded item you make must be a
shrine, or similar shadow box to
commemorate or honor an event,
activity, or person. It cannot be
jewelry.

2. You must use at least half of each
kind of bead in your Bead Challenge
Kit.

3. You must use at least one of the
found objects included in your Bead
Challenge kit.

4. You can add any beads or other
items to complete your project that
you wish.

5. Your finished item must be brought
to the September 2009 general
meeting where members will vote
and prizes will be awarded.

Prizes will be awarded for the top three
favorites.

If you didn’t get in on this challenge, check
page 11 of the newsletter. Linda Davis has
compiled a list of contests and challenges that
are just waiting to be won by some of our
talented members. Linda should know about
winning she has won a national challenge and
the bragging rights.

Discounted Books

Just a reminder that members can get
discounted books. For you new members, and
those who may not have known, books are
purchased three to four times a vyear,
depending on upcoming events and our bank
balance. There are two prices on bead society
books. The lower price is what bead society
member’s pay. It is the actual cost of the book
plus the shipping charge. (If the volume is a
small thin one, | typically omit the shipping
charge, because | think it is unfair to charge
someone $1.40+/- for a tiny magazine when a
400-page tome has the same shipping charge.)
The higher price is the suggested retail price;
this is what nonmembers pay. The Bead society
makes no profit on books sold to members;
however, it does make between 10 — 20% on
books sold to non-members.

If there are specific titles you would like me to
include in my periodic society orders, The next
order is for Bead Renaissance, and must be in
by Sept. 20™. | am happy to take orders, but
you must contact me about it at
oiseau222@msn.com. If you do not have
email, you can call me at 831-4221. | will keep
your order, process it if possible and have it for
you within a few weeks, often at the next
meeting. If you want to have the book sooner,
you can pick it up from me, but | can’t deliver it
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to you or mail it to you. If you are very anxious
to own a particular book, your best option is to
order it yourself or purchase it from your local
books store. If | can answer any additional
questions for you about the Bead Society’s
policy on book orders, please feel free to
contact me at the above numbers. And please
keep on buying books! There are some great
ones out there, full of inspiring designs and
good ideas.
