� Size 12 beading needle and Fireline 6# test 
� Size 8/0 seed beads, Color “A”, 15 gr 
� Size 8/0 seed beads, Color “B”, 15 gr 
� Magatama drop beads, Color “C”,  

30gr OR drop/fringe beads 15gr 
� Loop & toggle clasp of your choice 
� Small wire cutters  
� Beading mat 
� Task light (optional)
